Whether you’re trying to find the next book in the Cat Who series, looking for narrative nonfiction best sellers, or checking the availability of the latest Author Read-Alikes, NoveList Plus should be your resource of choice.

Already used in more than half of the libraries across the country, NoveList Plus is available to residents throughout the South Central Library System (SCLS) counties of Adams, Columbia, Dane, Green, Portage, Sauk and Wood. 

In many libraries, a significant portion of their circulation comes from fiction readers, and NoveList Plus ably meets the needs of these library users. For example, you can use NoveList Plus’ “Find a Favorite Author” feature to locate a list of John Grisham’s titles, then use one of these titles to find more than 200 other legal thrillers with the “Find Similar Books” feature. With the “Describe a Plot” search, you can use “everyday” language to search full-text reviews for “fast-paced” books that make good “read aloud” titles. And NoveList Plus’ “Find a Series Name” search displays complete lists of series titles in reading order. Using NoveList Plus you can sorts lists in multiple ways, including by author, title, publication year, relevance, and by popularity.

NoveList Plus also is an excellent tool for finding non-fiction titles, especially those referred to as “narrative non-fiction.” This is non-fiction that reads like a story, and is often referred to as “creative or readable non-fiction.” It comes in all shapes and sizes, like adventure, arts and entertainment, biography and memoir, business and money, current events and politics, sports and competition, and true crime.


NoveList Plus includes more than 220,000 fiction titles, 60,000 non-fiction titles, 36,000 subject headings, 100,000 full-text searchable reviews, and many titles are ranked by popularity. There also are more than 150 Author Read-Alikes (with more added monthly), more than 250 book discussion guides for book clubs, and more than 500 booktalks.


The Author Read-Alikes feature not only suggests additional authors and titles, but it includes brief descriptions of the author’s writing styles and the appeal factors that keep their fans coming back. There also is a feature that lists the current reading lists and favorite author lists of nationally-known readers’ advisors like Nancy Pearl, Joyce Saricks, Patrick Jones and many others.


For added convenience, NoveList Plus links seamlessly with LINKcat and the Marshfield and Portage County Public Library online catalogs, which means once you’ve found a title in NoveList Plus, you can immediately determine which SCLS member public libraries own the book and whether it’s available for checkout.

“Online library catalogs are powerful resources that make the holdings of many libraries available to patrons within the seven-county SCLS service area,” <NAME> said. “Connecting NoveList Plus to these resource just further enhances the quality of information patrons can access from library, home, school or work computers. It’s very exciting!”

With a new popularity sorting feature, users can find a list of mystery titles published in the last five year and then see which ones have been the most popular. This information is gathered from thousands of libraries and retail outlets nationwide.


And what about those times when you can’t quite remember how to spell an author’s last name? With NoveList Plus’ phonetic search help, you don’t have to remember if the Lord of the Rings

author spells his name “Tolkein” or “Tolkien.” If you enter an incorrect spelling, you’ll be prompted with the correct spelling.


“NoveList Plus is all about improving the experience for those who love books—fiction or non-fiction,” <NAME> said. “It’s also a great resource to help more reluctant readers find the books they will want to read. Either way, NoveList will change how library patrons consume books.”
